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MINUTES

On this day of March 8, 2011 the annual town board meeting was called to order at 8:40 p.m. by Clerk Determan.  All members were present along with Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard.  
A motion to approve the agenda was made by Don Anderson and it was seconded by Tom Czech, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
A motion to appoint Tom Czech as moderator was made by Marvin Skwira and it was seconded by Larry Christman.  A motion to appoint Joe Lyon as moderator was made by Mike Higgins and it was seconded by Irene Schmidt.  A vote was taken and Tom Czech received 39 votes and Joe Lyon 28.  Tom Czech was elected moderator.

Tom Czech then took over the meeting.  He had Town Clerk Determan read last year’s meeting minutes.  A correction to the minutes was made.  Al Vouk was listed as Bill Vouk in the minutes.  Town Clerk Determan made the corrections to the minutes.  The minutes were approved as read and amended.
A motion to waive the reading of all checks was made by Cathy Lyon and it was seconded by Todd Schwartz; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.  Deputy Town Clerk Weber then proceeded to read the summary.

The Stormwater Prevention Program was the first item under Old Business.  Deputy Clerk Weber let everyone know that she had placed brochures regarding this for anyone who was interested.
The Capx 2020 Status report was given by Zoning Administrator Chard.  She explained that she has materials if anyone would like to review them.

Zoning Administrator Chard then presented the Planning Commission Report to the residents.  She then answered the questions raised by the residents.  There were a lot of questions on the planning and zoning.  
The 2010 Clean up Day was next on the agenda.  Deputy Clerk Weber reported that the total expenses were $2,750.00. We did receive a $1,000.00 grant from the county and $1,500.00 reimbursement in fees.  A motion that we continue the clean up day for 2011 was made by Robb Knettel and it was seconded by Don Anderson; discussion followed including asking for volunteers to help out.  Since most of the residents approved of the motion, it passed.  A motion that we ask for volunteers to do clean up day was made by Kurt Skwira, and it was seconded by Dan Warzecha; discussion followed; Dennis Janssen volunteered to chair it.  All in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
The Brockway Cemetery was next on the agenda.  Chairman Lyon explained that about eight years ago Jon Perry came to the town board and asked them to take over the cemetery.  Chairman Lyon explained that by statute we now maintain it and it is ours already.  

Chairman Lyon explained what the state unallotment was.  He stated that we currently do not get any state money and now they are taking $17, 775.00 per year from our levies.  

The Road Report was next on the agenda.  Supervisor Stang read the road report to all the residents.  A question was raised about whether we have planned what we are going to do this year.  It was stated that we have a five year road plan that does get revisited after every annual road inspection.  Chairman Lyon then went on to explain the required sign replacement by the federal mandate.  


Moderator Czech ran down the listing of levies that were certified last year for payment this year.  He also ran down the recommendations for the levies this year.  A motion to keep the general fund at $75,000.00 was made by George Fielder and it was seconded by Larry Christman; discussion followed, 41 were in favor, 20 were opposed, motion carried.
A motion to leave the road and bridge the same was made by Dan Warzecha and it was seconded by Pat Smoley, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

A motion to drop the fire fund from $75,000.00 to $70,000.00 was made by Matt Skwira; discussion followed.  Matt Skwira then rescinded the motion and made a new motion to up it to $80,000.00 and it was seconded by Rick Stanoch, discussion followed, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
The Snow Fund was discussed next.  A question was asked where were at with the budget right now before we discuss the levy.  A motion to up the snow fun to $65,000 was made by Shauna Johnson and it was seconded by Al Vouk; discussion followed; only 2 were opposed, motion carried.

The Growth and Development fund was next on the agenda.  A resident wanted clarification on what that fund covers.  A motion to set it at $0 was made by Matt Skwira and it was seconded by Kurt Skwira, no discussion, after a show of hands, more people were in favor than opposed; motion carried.
The Cemetery Fund was discussed next.  Chairman Lyon wanted to know if we wanted to set a fund before we have to pay out of another fund to cover costs.  Discussion followed. A motion was made by George Fielder to not fund any money it was seconded by Larry Christman; discussion followed, only 4 were in favor, motion failed.  A motion of $2,500.00 for this fund was made by Lisa Vouk and it was seconded by Robb Knettel, discussion followed, since only 9 were opposed, motion carried.
The proposal that was presented to the town board from the St. Stephen Lions to purchase their park was discussed next.  Chairman Lyon explained that the St. Stephen Lions would like the township to purchase the park.  The St. Stephen Lions Club asked to be put on the agenda again this year.  Discussion followed on this.  A motion to table this purchase of the St. Stephen Lions Park forever was made by Marvin Skwira and it was seconded by Larry Christman; discussion followed, after a show of hands showed more residents were opposed, motion failed.  A new motion was made by Marvin Skwira to hold off on purchasing this park for a minimum of 20 years and it was seconded by George Fiedler; discussion followed, after a show of hands, more were residents were in favor, motion carried.  
A motion to set next year’s annual meeting for Tuesday, March 13, 2012 at 8:30 p.m. or as soon as possible after the election was made by Rick Stanoch and it was seconded by Todd Schwartz, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried

A motion to hold the annual election on March, 2012 from 3:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. was made Kurt Skwira and it was seconded by Al Vouk; discussion followed, since only 2 residents were opposed, motion carried.
The Election results were then read.  We had 1,638 voters registered when we opened the polls.  We had 20 new registrations for a total of 1,658 registered voters in the township.  We had 357 residents vote in the election today.  For Supervisor: Joe Lyon received 102 votes, write in Duane Douvier received 234 votes and there were 3 miscellaneous write ins, 12 blank ballots and 5 spoiled ballets for a total of 357 ballets.  For Treasurer; Mary Wallenstein 302 votes, there were 17 miscellaneous votes, 36 blank ballots and 2 spoiled ballets for a total of 357 ballots.
Our current depository is the First State Bank of St. Joseph.  We currently post our notices in the St. Cloud Times and Stearns Morrison Enterprise and post our notices in the window at the town hall.  A motion to keep the Depository, Paper of Publication and Posting Places the same was made by Al Vouk and it was seconded by Lisa Vouk; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
A motion to adjourn was made by Matt Skwira and it was seconded by George Fiedler; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
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
