MINUTES

On this the 13th day of March 2012, the annual meeting was called to order at 8:30 p.m.by Town Clerk Determan.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion to approve the agenda was made by Duane Douvier and it was seconded by Pat Smoley; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


A motion to appoint Tom Czeck as moderator was made by Marvin Skwira and it was seconded by Duane Douvier; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

Tom Czeck then took over the meeting.


Tom Czeck then had Town Clerk Determan read last year’s minutes.  A motion to approve these minutes was made by Duane Douvier and it was seconded by Jerome Borasch; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

A motion to waive the reading of all checks written and just present the summary was made by Joe Lyon and it was seconded by Duane Douvier; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


Treasurer Mary Wallenstein then read the summary to everyone present.


Supervisor Douvier presented the report on the Stormwater Prevention Program.

Town Clerk Determan reported on the Clean Up Day for last year.


Zoning Administrator Chard reported that there has been no activity on the Cemetery Fund.


Zoning Administrator Chard also presented an update on the Sign Policy.


Tom Czeck let the residents know that the $17,775.00 unallotment was still in place.


Road Boss Smoley then gave the road report for the past year.  He also let everyone know what he received for a rough estimate for overlay this year.  It will be close to $100,000.00 per mile with 2” overlay – 22’ wide.  


The levies were next on the agenda.  Tom Czeck first did an over view of the funds and what the town board is recommending.

The revenue fund was $75,000 last year and the town board is recommended that we keep it the same.  A motion to accept the general revenue fund at $75,000.00 was made Matt Skwira and it was seconded by Larry Christman; discussion followed.  A vote was taken.  Only four were opposed, motion carried.

The Road and Bridge fund is currently at $325,000.00 and the town board is recommending upping it $50,000.00 to $375,000.00.   A motion to up it to $375,000.00 was made by Joe Lyon and it was seconded by Matt Skwira.  Discussion followed.  A motion to amend the motion to add another $25,000.00 for a total of $400,000.00 was made by Pat Smoley and it was seconded by George Fiedler.  More discussion followed.  After a show of hands, more residents were for raising it to $400,000.00 than against it.  Motion carried.

A motion to keep the fire fund at $80,000.00 was made by Kurt Skwira and it was seconded by David Legatt; all in favor, none opposed, all in favor.


The town board recommended that we do not add any additional money to the Cemetery Fund.  Jon Perry felt there was enough money in the fund to maintain it in 2013.


The Snow Removal fund was discussed next.  The town board felt that we should leave it the same at $65,000.00.  A motion to leave it the same was made by Joe Lyon and it was seconded by George Fiedler; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


A motion to set the date, time and place for election and annual meeting for March 12, 2013 was made by Joe Lyon and it was seconded by Pat Smoley; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


Voting hours were discussed next.  This year it was from 3:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  A motion to leave it the same was made by Victor Leggatt and it was seconded by Frances Januschka; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

Zoning Administrator Chard explained to the residents that the town board would like to reduce the Planning Commission down from five members to three members and that the Planning Commissioner needs to be a land owner and not a resident.  Tom Czeck polled the residents present to see how many would like to have it reduced to three member board.  He also polled the residents present on whether they would like the planning commissioners to be residents or land owners.

Currently we publish in the St. Cloud Times and Stearns Morrison Enterprise.  We post in the window of the town hall.  A motion to keep the publication and posting place the same was made by Duane Douver and it was seconded by Gina Skwira; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


There being nothing further to discuss, a motion to adjourn was made by Matt Skwira and it was seconded by Duane Douvier; all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.  
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
