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MEETING MINUTES


On this 9th day of May, 2012 the Special Meeting was called to order.  All members were present along with Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard.

First on the agenda was the Fiedler Pumping Contract.  Cindy Tiemann was present from Fiedler’s to review changes on the contract.  A motion to approve the contract with the amended changes was made by Supervisor Fiedler and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Summer Road Work was next on the agenda.  The board discussed the process of receiving bids from contractors.  Zoning Administrator Chard will forward a contract to Chairman Friedrich.

The Sign Policy was next on the agenda.  A draft of the sign policy was discussed and the Sign Policy was tabled until the June Regular Meeting.


Workshops were next on the agenda.  Supervisor Douvier made a motion to authorize Supervisor Fiedler to attend the Couri & Ruppe, P.L.L.P. Township Legal Seminar and for Chariman Friedrich, Supervisor Douvier, Clerk Pesta and Treasurer Wallenstein to attend the Summer Short Course and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich;  all in favor, motion carried.  

Planning and Zoning was next on the agenda.  The Memorandum of Understanding was discussed.  The Land Use Ordinance/draft was also discussed.  The Re-establishment of the Planning Commission was discussed and the Planning and Zoning Committee duties.  A motion to approve the Ordinance as amended was made by Supervisor Fiedler and was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.  A motion to approve Larry Christman, Alan Jacobson and Marvin Skwira as the new Planning and Zoning Board was made by Supervisor Douvier and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.  A motion to set the Planning and Zoning Board wage at $35.00 per meeting was made by Supervisor Douvier and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.  A motion to amend the Planning and Zoning Board wage to $45.00 per meeting was made by Supervisor Douvier and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.  The new Planning Commission will be appointed at the June monthly meeting.
Next on the agenda was the Zoning Administrator/Consultant Contract; a discussion of the duties and wage of the current contract followed.  A discussion of what the new duties and wages would be under a new contract followed.  Discussion will be tabled until the June Regular Meeting.
There being nothing further to discuss, a motion to adjourn was made by Supervisor Fiedler at 9:05 pm and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.
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
