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MEETING MINUTES


On this 7th day of August, 2012 the Regular Monthly Meeting was called to order.  All members were present along with Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard.


A motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve the July 11, 2012 Regular Monthly Meeting Minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve the July 11, 2012 Road Bid Opening Minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to approve claim numbers 20136 – 20161 was made by Supervisor Douvier and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

Old Business was next on the agenda.  The Opole Sewer Maintenance was discussed.  Cindy Tiemann and Art Betker from Fiedler were present at the meeting to discuss want has been done with the maintenance and what needs to be done to correct the problems with the Opole System.  A motion was made by Supervisor Fiedler to approve all necessary work that needs to be done on the Opole Sewer System and was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.
Land Use Requests were next on the agenda.  The final Plat- Tallow View is ready to sign. A motion to approve Tallow View was made by Supervisor Fiedler and was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried. 
The final plat- Williams 2nd Addition was discussed.  Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard requested that we add this to the Special Meeting that will be held on August 21, 2012.

 Roads were next on the agenda.  The sign policy revisions were discussed.  Supervisor Fiedler discussed the need to replace signs and the need to allocate funds to get the signs up to date.  This will be tabled until the September Regular Monthly Meeting.

Snow Quotes were next on the agenda.  A motion was made to review Snow Quote Proposals at the Special Meeting on August 21st by Supervisor Fiedler and was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried. 
The mowing contract and quality of work of mowing was discussed next.  Chuck Ertl was present and was told to do the second cut.  Any complaints from residents will be forwarded to Chuck directly. 


Road Boss Pat Smoley presented to the board a list of roads that he felt were on a three year plan.  2013, 2014 and 2015.

Weed control and the response to the weed letters were discussed next.  Clerk Pesta noted that Knife River was contacted regarding the weeds in their gravel pit and a letter was also mailed to Don Diel regarding the thistles in his field.  Chairman Friedrich will inspect the locations that were sent letters.

Other reports were next on the agenda.  The Planning and Zoning meeting was held on July 31st.  A special meeting is set at 6:00 p.m. on August 21st. 

Stormwater Response Jackson was discussed.

Stormwater Annual Report was discussed next and will be completed within the next two weeks.

New business was discussed next.  A discussion was held regarding the old location of Port Side and possible options of what to do with the land.  Craig Sexton was present.  Zoning Administrator Chard reviewed the lease information.  Craig Sexton stated that he would like to purchase the landing.  A motion was made by Supervisor Douvier to add this to the agenda for the Special Meeting to be held on August 21st 2013 and the planning and zoning be moved to the August 28th 2012 at 6:00 pm meeting and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

The Right of Way Ordinance was discussed next.  Zoning Administrator Chard discussed what should be done.  This will be tabled until the September Regular Monthly Meeting.


Building Permits were discussed next.  Supervisor Fiedler stated he will bring the more complicated permits to the Planning and Zoning Board.


Chairman Fiedler discussed that we will have Supervisor Fiedler abstain from voting on Tom Huls’ employment.


Zoning Administrator Chard gave an update on Mulberry Meadows.
