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MEETING MINUTES

1.
Call to Order:

Clerk Pesta stated that Deputy Clerk Jenny Maier took the Oath of Office.
The Records Retention Policy was discussed next.  A motion to approve the Records Retention Policy was made by Supervisor Fiedler and seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.
A motion to change the November Regular Monthly Meeting from November 6th 2012 which is Election Day, to November 7th 2012 was made by Supervisor Fiedler and seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:

A motion was made by Supervisor Fiedler to approve claim numbers 20162 – 20196 and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Old Business:
The Opole Sewer Maintenance was discussed.  Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard gave an update on the work that was done in Opole and future work that needs to be done.  Zoning Administrator Chard and Treasurer Wallenstein will look into the Opole Budget for the next meeting.
Land Use Requests were discussed next.  The final Plat- William 2nd Addition Sam DeLeo was not present so this will be removed from the agenda until Zoning Administrator Chard is contacted by Mr. DeLeo.
Walleye Road was next on the agenda.  A discussion followed as to what would be the process to vacate the road.  Craig Sexton was present and shared that they witnessed boats having problems putting their boats in and out hitting motors on the cement.  There appears to be a whole in the cement.  This will be added to the Regular Meeting in October for additional discussion.  Pat Smoley will look into possible solutions to the problem.  Zoning Administrator Chard will look into a partial vacate.
Roads were next on the agenda.  The snow quotes were discussed first.  Two Snow Quotes were received.  One from Burski Excavating and one from JR Ferche.  A discussion on the quotes received followed.  A motion to accept the Snow Quote from JR Ferche for the 2012-2013 Season was made by Supervisor Fiedler and seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.
Road Projects were next on the agenda.  An update was given that Knife River has completed the Road Paving Project.  Tom Huls stated that he felt that Knife River was very good to work with and that they did a good job.
A motion was made to set a Road Inspection Meeting on September 18, 2012 at 6:00 pm by Supervisor Fiedler and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion was made to remove stop signs on 55th Ave and 390th Ave by Chairman Friedrich and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

The Sign Policy was next on the Agenda.  Zoning Administrator Chard will look into what the specs of the posts need to be.  Tom Huls will look into the cost of the breakaway posts.  A motion was made to set a Special Meeting on September 18, 2012 at 7:30 pm by Supervisor Fielder and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Weed Control was next on the agenda.  Chairman Friedrich did a weed inspection and stated that all residents that were sent a letter took care of their weeds.
Supervisor Friedrich made a motion to put the 5 Year Road Plan on the Web-site and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Under other reports, Right of Way Ordinance a final draft was looked to.  Supervisor Fiedler recommended some changes and Zoning Administrator Chard will make the changes.  This will be tabled until the October Regular Monthly Meeting.
